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Calendar Date Picker
First, install the Calendar Date Picker your AddIns folder as instructed below.

Make the Calendar Date Picker appear by going to the Tools menu and pushing “Calendar Date Picker”.

Push any of the “date” buttons and that date will be inputted into any cells that you have selected.

To change months or years, use the spin buttons at the top (either side of where the month and year are displayed). Left side for months, right side for years.
Push the “home” button to return to the current month and year. Today’s date will be shown as light blue.

Tick the checkbox below to start weeks from Mondays. Untick it to start weeks from Sundays.
Place Calendar Date Picker in your AddIns folder.

Excel XP or 2003 on Windows XP:
C:\Documents and Settings\User Name\Application Data\Microsoft\AddIns 

Excel 2000 on Windows 98:
C:\Windows\Application Data\Microsoft\AddIns 

Excel 97 on Windows 98:
C:\Program Files\Microsoft Office\Office\Library 

Once this is done, click the Tools menu, then select Add-Ins. If not already visible in the list provided, navigate to the AddIns folder with the Browse button. When ready, tick the check box and close the Add-Ins dialog box.
