Place “Cell Spotter” in your AddIns folder.
Excel XP or 2003 on Windows XP:

Excel 2000 on Windows 98:

Excel 97 on Windows 98:

Once this is done, click the Tools menu, then select Add-Ins. If not already visible in the list provided, navigate to the AddIns folder with the Browse button. When ready, tick the check box and close the Add-Ins dialog box.

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How to use it
You will find the Cell Spotter menu options when you right click within Excel.

There are three types of Cell Spotter Lines, Double Click, Selection Change and Highlight. Both the Double Click and Selection Change type move from location to location when used (they delete previous instances of themselves automatically) whereas the Highlight type remain in place unless you select and delete them manually.
Note: Both the Double Click and Selection Change type can be deleted at any time by pushing Delete Lines on the Right Click menu.

Types of Lines
Double Click – Double click any cell to display horizontal and vertical lines that appear on all four sides of the cell. (These lines will appear with the exception of the very last row or column) 

Selection Change – These lines appear whenever you make a new selection. Lines will appear at the top and bottom of the selection. (I’ve found this to be the fastest and most stable option which is important when you are constantly making new selections)
Highlight – You can choose as many different areas as you like, lines will appear around them all. Different size selections are also okay. Push Highlight on the right click menu to make the lines.
Change the Mode

Change between Double Click and Selection Change lines by pushing “Mode”. (On the right you will see either “D” or “S”. This indicates the mode that is active, “D” means Double Click, “S” means Selection Change”. (Highlight lines are always available)
Settings
You can now change the line color(s) and thickness settings. You can also choose these three options.
Turn (Cell Spotter) off automatically when exiting Excel

Delete lines when exiting books or sheets

Show Cell Spotter lines when printing

Activate / Deactivate Cell Spotter

Turn Cell Spotter On or Off at the bottom of the menu. (You can still use Highlight lines but not Double Click or Selection Change lines) The menu item will indicate whether Cell Spotter (Double Click and Selection Change modes) are turned On or Off.
There is also an option to tun Cell Spotter off automatically when exiting Excel (see above item “Settings”)
