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Cell Watch Toolbar
 “Cell Watch Toolbar” allows you to see other cells in the same sheet, a different sheet or even a different workbook. Cells in hidden rows or columns can be seen also.
Place Cell Watch Toolbar in your Add-Ins folder
Excel XP or 2003 on Windows XP:
C:\Documents and Settings\User Name\Application Data\Microsoft\AddIns 

Excel 2000 on Windows 98:
C:\Windows\Application Data\Microsoft\AddIns 

Excel 97 on Windows 98:
C:\Program Files\Microsoft Office\Office\Library 

Once this is done, click the Tools menu, then select Add-Ins. If not already visible in the list provided, navigate to the AddIns folder with the Browse button. When ready, tick the check box and close the Add-Ins dialog box. 
Note: These are suggested locations only. You can use any folder you like.
How to use it
Launch Cell Watch Toolbar from the Tool menu (top of Excel)
To select cells, push the “plus” button on the left. A form will appear, make your selections using the Column, Row, Sheet and Book dropdown lists. These settings are recorded and stored between sessions. (Keep in mind the book that has the cells to be watched must be open for the toolbar to work)
Now select one of the four buttons at the top, Column, Row, Sheet or Fixed.
1. Column
The columns, sheet and book are fixed. Let’s say you wanted to see some cells in hidden columns in another sheet in another book. Use the dropdown lists as above, select the row you want in any sheet or any book and the value of the hidden columns, sheet and book that were selected for that same row will show in the toolbar. Select another row and the toolbar will show the values for that row. (When you make your settings, there is no need to select a row, just the appropriate columns, sheet and book)
2. Row
The rows, sheet and book are fixed. Let’s say you wanted to see some cells in rows at the top of a sheet that are not visible when you scroll down. Use the dropdown lists as above, select the column you want in any sheet or any book and the value of the rows, sheet and book that were selected for that same row will show in the toolbar. Select another column and the toolbar will show the values for that column. (When you make your settings, there is no need to select a column, just the appropriate rows, sheet and book)
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3. Sheet
The sheet and book are fixed. Let’s say you wanted to see some cells on another sheet. Use the dropdown lists as above to select the appropriate sheet and book (When you make your settings, there is no need to select rows or columns). Select a cell in any sheet or book, the same cell (eg A1) for the sheet and book that was selected will show in the toolbar. Select another cell and the toolbar will change accordingly.

4. Fixed
The columns, rows, sheet and book are all fixed. The toolbar will change only if the values in the selected cells in the selected sheet and book change themselves.

Other Features

Tooltip Text: Hover the mouse over the Cell Watch captions to see the type of selection chosen (Column, Row, Sheet or Fixed), selected cells’ addresses (including Book name and Sheet names), formulas and formats. Note there may be some problems in the case of array formulas or very long formulas are used.

Changeable Captions: Push the buttons that look like a "pencil", you can enter text of your choice into the caption. Push them again and they change back to normal. These settings are stored between sessions also.
Read Mode / Write Mode

The second button on the toolbar allows you to alternate between Read and Write modes. When the clipboard icon shows, the toolbar is Read Mode, when the keyboard icon shows, toolbar is in Write Mode.

Read Mode (Copy to Clipboard): Push the captions that show the Cell Watch values and they will be copied to the clipboard. You can then paste them anywhere you like, even with another program like Word or Outlook.

Write Mode (Write to Cells): Push the captions and an input box will show. This will allow you to change Cell Watch values directly from the toolbar.
