Note: I’ve noticed an error occurs in Excel 2013. I will announce a fix on my blog when (if) I can find a solution.

DIY Top Menu Addin
The DIY Top Menu Addin allows you to add menu to Excel to run your VBA code from.
Copy your code to the addin using the Visual Basic Editor (Push the Ctrl + F11 keys simultaneously). Back in Excel, click Top Menu, then Make Top Menu to save the addin, and the Module name and Procedure Name of your code will be added to the menu. (Note this does not work for Functions, only Subroutines).
In Excel 2003, the menu will appear at the top of Excel (to the right of the Help menu), including when Charts are selected.
In Excel 20007 and later, the menu will appear on the Add-Ins tab in the Menu Commands section.

Save the DIY Top Menu Addin in your AddIns folder.

Once this is done, click the Office button or File tab (top left corner of Excel), then select (Excel) Options, Add-Ins. At the bottom you will see a drop down list. Make sure Excel Add-Ins is selected, then click Go. If not already visible in the list provided, navigate to the AddIns folder or folder of choice with the Browse button. When ready, tick the check box and close the Add-Ins dialog box.
Excel 2003
C:\Documents and Settings\User Name\Application Data\Microsoft\AddIns
Once this is done, click the Tools menu, then select Add-Ins. If not already visible in the list provided, navigate to the AddIns folder with the Browse button. When ready, tick the check box and close the Add-Ins dialog box.
