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Description

The Date Details Bar is a quick and convenient way to see important data regarding a selected date. (Launch it from the Tools menu)
For example, February 20, 2006 will show as
February 20 2006  Monday (3)   8-51   2006-W07-7



How to Read

Monday (3) refers to the third Monday in February, 8-51 is Week 8, Day 51 from January 1 of that year. The last section shows the ISO Date (Year, ISO Week and Day number) Please refer to the ISO 8601 link here for further information.

Note

You can change between date formats February 20 -  20 February by pushing the toolbar itself. The change is stored between sessions.
Place the Date Details Bar in your AddIns folder

Once this is done, click the Office button or File tab (top left corner of Excel), then select (Excel) Options, Add-Ins. At the bottom you will see a drop down list. Make sure Excel Add-Ins is selected, then click Go. If not already visible in the list provided, navigate to the AddIns folder or folder of choice with the Browse button. When ready, tick the check box and close the Add-Ins dialog box.

Note: In the case of Excel 2013, you must additionally close all workbooks and reopen Excel for the menu to appear.
