Map Maker
 “Map Maker” is a great way to make simple maps within Excel.
Note: It does not work well with Excel 2007 at this time.

Place Map Maker Toolbar in your Add-Ins folder
Excel XP or 2003 on Windows XP:
C:\Documents and Settings\User Name\Application Data\Microsoft\AddIns 

Excel 2000 on Windows 98:
C:\Windows\Application Data\Microsoft\AddIns 

Excel 97 on Windows 98:
C:\Program Files\Microsoft Office\Office\Library 

Once this is done, click the Tools menu, then select Add-Ins. If not already visible in the list provided, navigate to the AddIns folder with the Browse button. When ready, tick the check box and close the Add-Ins dialog box. 
Note: These are suggested locations only. You can use any folder you like.
How to use it
Launch Map Maker from the Tool menu (top of Excel). The simply select a range and starting adding parts of the map with the buttons provided. Rows and Columns are sized to fit the shapes, you may prefer to use them in a new sheet or workbook to avoid problems with other cells being resized also.
Use the arrow buttons to select cells adjoining cells, or push the Ctrl key or Shift key on your keyboard to alternatively expand or contract a selected range.

Note: The userform is modeless for Excel 2000 and later versions. This means you can select cells without the need to use the arrow buttons.

Once the map shapes are inserted, take advantage of Excel’s inbuilt drawing features to give your map more detail. Adding Autoshapes, using Fill color etc will give your maps more appeal.
