Marlett Checkboxes
 Use this add-in to easily insert, select, tick, untick, delete or format “Marlett Checkboxes”. Simply click them to turn them on or off.
Place Marlett Checkboxes in your Add-Ins folder
Excel 2007 or later versions (xlam file)
C:\Users\username\Appdata\Roaming \Microsoft\Addins

Once this is done, click the Office button or File tab (top left corner of Excel), then select (Excel) Options, Add-Ins. At the bottom you will see a drop down list. Make sure Excel Add-Ins is selected, then click Go. If not already visible in the list provided, navigate to the AddIns folder or folder of choice with the Browse button. When ready, tick the check box and close the Add-Ins dialog box.

Marlett Checkboxes will appear on the AET Utilities tab.

Note: Microsoft has recently added another security measure. You may also have to unblock the add-in. To do this, open Windows Explorer, right-click the file, and select Properties. Tick the Unblock checkbox, then click the Apply, then Okay buttons.
Excel 2003 (xla file)

Once this is done, click the Tools menu, then select Add-Ins. If not already visible in the list provided, navigate to the AddIns folder with the Browse button. When ready, tick the check box and close the Add-Ins dialog box.

Marlett Checkboxes will appear on the Tools menu.
How to use it
Launch Marlett Checkboxes from the Tool menu (top of Excel). Then select a range of cells.
First of all you will need some checkboxes to work with. Push Add Formatted Checkboxes to Range to show a palette of the different colors available. Push on the color buttons and Marlett checkboxes will be inserted into each cell of your selected range. If the cells selected already contain Marlett checkboxes, the color will change if different to the color they already are. Once inserted, you can select, tick, untick, delete them as you like. * see below
Note: All cells within the range will be formatted to work as Marlett Checkboxes. Existing formatting, including Conditional Formatting will be deleted.

How do they work? Marlett checkboxes consist of 2 parts. The cells themselves and a shape placed over the top of the cell. The cell has been formatted with  Marlett font which shows a “tick” mark when using a small letter “a”. In addition, the Conditional Formatting of the cell has been designed to change color when the checkbox is “ticked”.
This is done by the use of VBA code which is activated by the shape placed over the top of the cell. Keep in mind that if you move the shape, the original cell will still turn on (tick) or off (untick) when you push (toggle) the shape.
* To select, delete, tick or untick all checkboxes with a certain range, use your mouse or the arrow keys to select a range that includes the checkboxes, do not select the shapes, it is the cells underneath that need to be selected.
Before using them on a large scale, I suggest you practise using them on a new workbook to avoid any possibility of error.
VBA Code

Normally the VBA code to a) insert the checkboxes and b) toggle the checkboxes would require opening the Visual Basic Editor and adding the code manually. This add-in does it for you so you can add Marlett checkboxes to each workbook quickly by adding the code to a new module named “MarlettCheckboxes”.

Excel 2007 or later versions

Once this is done, click the Office button or File tab (top left corner of Excel), then select (Excel) Options, Add-Ins. At the bottom you will see a drop down list. Make sure Excel Add-Ins is selected, then click Go. If not already visible in the list provided, navigate to the AddIns folder or folder of choice with the Browse button. When ready, tick the check box and close the Add-Ins dialog box.

Excel 2003

C:\Documents and Settings\User Name\Application Data\Microsoft\AddIns

Once this is done, click the Tools menu, then select Add-Ins. If not already visible in the list provided, navigate to the AddIns folder with the Browse button. When ready, tick the check box and close the Add-Ins dialog box.

Trust access to Visual Basic Project

You will also need to check “Trust access to Visual Basic Project”.

For versions up to Excel 2003

Select Tools menu, Macros, Security, Trusted Sources.

For Excel 2007, check “Trust access to the VBA project object model”. Select the Developer tab, then Macro Security, Macro Settings, Developer Macro Settings. If the Developer tab is not visible, click the round Office button at the top left corner, then Excel Options, Popular, Show Developer tab in the Ribbon.

For Excel 2010 and higher, check “Trust access to the VBA project object model”. Select the Developer tab, then Macro Security, Macro Settings, Developer Macro Settings. If the Developer tab is not visible, click the File button at the top left corner, then Options, Customize Ribbon and tick Developer on the Customize the Ribbon, Main Tabs list.

Finally, your workbooks may show that they show they contain macros upon opening depending on your security settings. This is “normal” and the macros must be enabled for the checkboxes to work.
