VBA Code Indenter
VBA Code Indenter is an Excel add-in designed to indent your VBA code from within the Visual Basic Editor. Select the project/module you wish to indent and right click the Code Pane to choose Indent Code, then click Indent Project Code, Indent Module Code or Indent Procedure Code as you like.

NOTE: If you are not able to use VBA Code Indenter for whatever reason, please try VBA Code Indenter Alt.

VBA Code Indenter Alt
VBA Code Indenter Alt is an Excel add-in designed to indent your VBA code from the AET Utilities tab that will appear for Excel 2007 and higher. Select the project/module you wish to indent using the dropdown lists and push OK to indent the code according to your selection.

Installing the add-ins
Save the files in your AddIns folder.

C:\Users\username\Appdata\Roaming \Microsoft\Addins

Once this is done, click the Office button or File tab (top left corner of Excel), then select (Excel) Options, Add-Ins. At the bottom you will see a drop down list. Make sure Excel Add-Ins is selected, then click Go. If not already visible in the list provided, navigate to the AddIns folder or folder of choice with the Browse button. When ready, tick the check box and close the Add-Ins dialog box.

Trust access to Visual Basic Project
You will also need to check “Trust access to Visual Basic Project”.

Check “Trust access to the VBA project object model”. Select the Developer tab, then Macro Security, Macro Settings, Developer Macro Settings. If the Developer tab is not visible, click the round Office button at the top left corner, then Excel Options, Popular, Show Developer tab in the Ribbon.

For Excel 2010 and higher, check “Trust access to the VBA project object model”. Select the Developer tab, then Macro Security, Macro Settings, Developer Macro Settings. If the Developer tab is not visible, click the File button at the top left corner, then Options, Customize Ribbon and tick Developer on the Customize the Ribbon, Main Tabs list.
